Office 365 is a cloud (Microsoft Internet storage) based program that is free for schools. Now, your child is able to receive a school email account through Office 365. Teachers and students will be able to use this account to communicate effectively and share materials. Through this internet version of Outlook, students will also be able to keep a calendar and task list. Students who have smart phones will have the ability to link their Office 365 account to their phone which will allow them to keep these tools at their fingertips.

In the future, this program will allow students to store documents in the cloud, work collaboratively in the cloud, and access Office programs such as Word, Excel, and PowerPoint from any internet connected device.
