Staying Informed

Being an informed parent is helpful in preparing your student for school and the future. Messengers are sent via phone, email and text, so it is vital that all parents keep their own account information accurate with a telephone number to receive voice messages, an email address to receive e-mails, and a cell number to receive text messages. Each of these three methods are used daily to notify parents of daily attendance information. They can also be used to contact parents in a crisis situation or to inform them of inclement weather and school closures. Why is it so Important for Children to be Here on Time?

We want to let you know why we feel so strongly about the importance of having children at school on time. This is to you not only on behalf of the children and teachers in your child’s classrooms, but also on behalf of your child.

The beginning of the day in a school is a very wonderful time. After entering the building and speaking with the children and staff who are at the front door, the children walk to their lockers and then to their classrooms where they are greeted by their teachers and classmates, often sharing news that they are bursting to tell. Next they take a survey of the room to see what items are on the board or set up to use for the class and generally settling in. They begin to get their items for class at their seat and desk to get organized for class as they wait for the morning news broadcast to begin.

This whole process sets the tone for the morning to follow. Familiar routine, independences, and respect for the child’s pace create a contented atmosphere of calmness.

Consider now the child who arrives late, more than likely rushed and agitated. She/he has missed the peaceful transition that allows her/him to begin her/his day with a calm confidence. She/he must leave her/his parent at the car and go into an already involved classroom. The usual routine is broken and this, along with the harried feeling of being late, can be upsetting to the child.

The child enters a functioning classroom where other children have begun the process of learning and doing work and work partners. The teacher is absorbed in giving lessons. An atmosphere of peaceful concentration and purposeful activity has been established. The late child enters this environment possibly upset, almost certainly not attuned to the prevailing mode. She/he has not had the opportunity to ease in gently, orient herself/himself to or prepare herself/himself for the next part of her/his day.

Children cannot start their day without orienting themselves (how many of us enter the workplace and immediately get to work?). Late children attempt to touch base with their friends who are already working and don’t want to be disturbed; this may annoy and upset the late child. Alternately, the friends break their concentration and leave their work to talk with the tardy child and others join them. The atmosphere of peaceful activity has slowly been eroded. Now the teacher must abandon giving lessons and concentrate on helping children refocus.

If your child arrives late, she/he is starting her/his work cycle late and does not get to experience the inner satisfaction which comes from the completion of that natural work cycle-the satisfaction which nurtures motivation, self-direction, and a love of learning.

School is created to provide a place for the children to develop their full potential in every aspect of their personalities. We enlist your support in making sure your child arrives to school on time so that we can consistently provide your child with this type of wonderful day.

Upon arrival, students may choose to eat breakfast.  Students are to report directly to the cafeteria.  At 7:43 AM, they are to head to their locker to prepare their belongings for the morning classes. Students should be ready in their classes by 7:56 AM. Help give your child the very best start to his/her school days.

From the Clinic….

Even with the changing of seasons, good hygiene practices are always required to stay healthy.  Wash hands often with soap and water or use an alcohol based hand sanitizer.

Following good public health hygiene practices is critical to combating all communicable diseases.

There are times when a student should remain at home for his/her own welfare and the protection of other students.  If your child has been diagnosed with a communicable illness, please contact the school office to report such things such as:  chicken pox, impetigo, scabies, hepatitis, head lice, ringworm, pinkeye, flu.  This is a requirement from the County Health Department, and will require a doctor’s note upon return to school.

PLEASE KEEP YOUR CHILD HOME IF:

1. Cold, Sore throat, cough.  If persistent, accompanied by stomach ache, possible strep throat.  Doctor visit is advised. 
2. Unexplained rash.  District Policy requires a doctor note upon return to school, verifying the student is NON-CONTAGIOUS.
3. Pinkeye-Do not send your child to school if you notice drainage (usually yellow or greenish discharge) causing crusting of the eyelids upon awakening. Doctor visit/note required upon return. This condition is highly contagious.
4. Head Lice-We recommend you check your child’s hair periodically throughout the year for head lice.  Head lice are very contagious.  The nits (eggs of a louse) are gray or silvery, and unlike dandruff, they will not flake off the hair shaft.  They are mobile, but they cannot fly or ‘jump’.

Recommended treatments are RID, or NIX, which are found at the drugstore.  Directions should be followed EXACTLY on the box.  Clothing, bedding, and personal belongings must be washed in hot water if possible, or double bagged and put outside for 48 hours. Child may return to school once the hair is ‘nit free’. This is a district policy.   Avoid sharing combs/brushes/pillows, etc.

5.  Fever.  This is a sign of a possible infection in the body.  Macomb County Health Department guidelines strongly recommend that a student be fever free/nausea free, for 24 hours prior to returning to school. 
6. Skin infection- such as a pimple like, or boil, should be assessed by a licensed Physician.  MRSA infections resemble this.  Left untreated, more serious infections such as pneumonia, bloodstream, or surgical wound infection can occur.  Avoid sharing personal items such as towels, razors.

How Can Grades Be Improved?

Now that the first quarter grades have been distributed, there may be some areas in which your student is experiencing difficulty.  The following are some strategies that may lead to improvement.

· Use the school-provided agenda on an hourly basis noting due dates for homework and upcoming tests.  Your student may need support for this by getting teacher and parent signatures.  Contact the grade level counselor to set this up.
· Have some sort of folder/binder system to keep classwork organized.  Routinely clean out the folders and save past work in a safe place at home.
· Clarify work assigned by referring to teacher websites found by going to the Wyandot webpage. 
http://www.chippewavalleyschools.org/
· Go to schools, click on Wyandot, then staff.  Click on the teacher’s name for the homework site.  Some teachers use Edmodo, a homework and communication tool.  Ask your child for the particular code needed to access this.
· Put completed work in one place in your folders with work to be turned in in another. Organize work on a nightly basis.
· Have a place to study free of TV, cell phones, and social media.  It is helpful to have your school supplies in one area.
· Ask questions if unclear of topics/assignments in class. Some teachers offer lunchtime assistance and/or participate in extra hour. Use this opportunity if it is offered.
· Contact the grade level counselor for tutoring lists for the district which includes teaching staff and National Honor Students from Chippewa Valley High School.
· Check student and parent portal regularly.  Keep in mind that teachers may not input grades daily but rather do this on a weekly basis. If you need to set up your parent account for Power School contact the school secretary, Mrs. Martini, at 723-4204, or stop in the building personally to do so.  Office staff will be available during conferences on November 7 and 8 to assist you with this program.
· Attend PEN nights to gain more information about your learning.
· Set goals on a weekly basis.  Review them regularly.

Notes about Notes from the Pupil Transportation Department
On rare occasions it may be necessary for a student to ride home on a different bus than the one that is assigned to them.  During prior years, it has been our practice to accept notes from both sets of parents involved (both sending and receiving) allowing one student to ride home with another student at the Building Principal’s discretion either for play dates or homework help, or at times, for daycare purposes.  As budgets get tighter and gas prices rise, our ridership continues to increase making it more and more difficult to ‘guarantee’ that only 2 students will share a seat on the bus.  

In an effort to maintain as reasonable a number of students on a bus as possible, the Pupil Transportation Department can no longer support the practice of students casually riding on another student’s bus whether they have a note or not.  We feel it is important that only eligible students ride buses and that they ride only the bus to which they are assigned.

We understand that situations will arise that may make it necessary for students to ride on a different bus and can certainly support exceptions.  For instance, we would ask that in situations where parents may be out of town for a period of time, that they use the Alternate Address Busing form.

In cases where students are working on a project together and must ride home together for that purpose we would ask that parents contact the Pupil Transportation Department prior to the day this needs to occur to determine if there is room on the bus.

It is important that we know who is riding our buses.

We thank you for your understanding and cooperation as we strive to continue to safely and efficiently transport your students to and from school each day.
