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               How do  “OOPS…” 
             forms work?

What is an “OOPS… form?

[image: image2.emf]An “OOPS..” form is given to any student who breaks our school expectations.  A student who receives an “OOPS form” must: 
1. Conference with the Principal.  

2. Take the form home to be signed by a parent 
3. Returned to school on the following school day.  
(Any student who does not return the signed “OOPS” will serve and remain in lunch detention until the form is returned with a parent signature.)
Who can issue an “OOPS… form?
Any staff member can issue an “OOPS..” form to a student that violates our school expectations.

What if a student gets more than one “OOPS..”?

OOPS… #1 Often the first OOPS card serves as a reminder and documentation that an expectation has been violated. The goal is for the student to recognize that the violation was serious enough to be sent to the Principal’s office.  

OOPS… #2:  The second OOPS card results in documentation, conference with the Principal, a phone call home to the parent.  At this time the student will explain the situation and reason for OOPS card..
OOPS…#3:  Lunch hour detention and parents phone conference with students and Mrs. Wade.

OOPS…#4: May result in a day-long in school suspension. Parent conference.

NOTE:  There are some behaviors that will result in immediate out-of-school suspension,

with or without an OOPS form.
THE GOOD NEWS!!!

MOST STUDENTS WILL NEVER Receive an “OOPS…” form.
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
